
Trustee Code of Conduct, Policy 4. The failure by trustees to conduct themselves in 

compliance with this policy may result in the Board instituting sanctions.  

Conciliatory Measures 

2. Normally a trustee who believes that a fellow trustee has violated the Code of Conduct is 
encouraged to seek resolution of the matter through appropriate conciliatory measures prior 
to commencing an official complaint under the Code of Conduct.  

3. Conciliatory measures shall include: 

3.1 The trustee who believes a violation has occurred will engage in an individual private 
conversation with the trustee affected. 

3.2 Failing resolution through the private conversation the parties will engage the Board 
Chair, Vice-Chair or designate to gain resolution. If the concern is with the Board
